* How can schools and universities foster intercultural competence to facilitate interethnic and
interfaith understanding?

* How can we secure access to quality facilities in urban and rural communities?

* How can we harmonize rural and urban visions of sustainability?

* Urbanization from below: What are the roads to a people-centered and self-organized
development?

* How can we restore spatial justice?

* How can specific cultural and religious traditions, festivals and rituals promote the urban-rural
dialogue?

* What is the place of the arts in sustaining cultural distinctiveness in an urbanized world?

* How can the arts contribute to the survival of endangered cultural traditions?
